A threat to
New South Wales

BONESEED:

Invades native bushland and forms

dense thickets that smother native plants.

Alters habitat and displaces food
plants of native birds and other animals.

Regenerates quickly and outcompetes
native plants after fire.
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WHAT YOU CAN DO TO HELP

Remove boneseed from your garden or property, as
it can spread easily to native bush.

Join a local Coastcare or Landcare group and help
remove honeseed from natural areas.
