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Athel pine has been widely planted as a shade tree or wind break since the
1930s. It tolerates drought and salty soils, has a high water use and can
out-compete native vegetation and replace habitat for animals and birds.
Athel pine (Tamarix aphylla) has now invaded many areas of Australia.

Once established, it is costly and difficult to control. Early detection and management
depends on everyone.

* Record, collect specimens and report athel pine plants;
* Look out for high risk plantings less than 100 m from a watercourse; and
 Plan the removal of athel pines over time.
